The natural gas success story is gaining
momentum across the country

In the West, California is home to a large number of natu-

ral gas refuse trucks serving municipalities statewide. Waste
Management pioneered the move to natural gas in California
in 1998. Clean Energy partnered with Waste Management to
supply the fuel, and to build and operate its fueling station.

In the East, the Town of Smithtown, New York recently
required that all refuse haulers serving the community must
switch from diesel-powered to natural gas-powered refuse
trucks by January 2007. This requirement is the first of its kind
for a New York State municipality. Clean Energy has partnered

with Smithtown to provide a fixed fuel price for its contractors,

as well as helpful financing for their purchase of new vehicles.
Clean Energy operates the local full-service, public access CNG
fueling station where Smithtown fuels its trucks.

Natural gas costs less than diesel

The average price for natural gas is up to 25% less per gallon
than diesel. In September 2006, the US DOE nationwide
averages showed these figures:
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*The price of ultra-low sulfur diesel now mandated by the EPA
is expected to cause diesel costs to increase even higher in the
future. Refuse truck operators using natural gas can get fixed-
price, multi-year fueling contracts from Clean Energy that fix
costs no matter how much natural gas prices may increase.
Operators using diesel cannot.
